Please bring something you can use for a ground marker. We usually use “lollipops” which are sticks about the length of a pencil, with a circle no larger than 15cm in diameter on top. You can make one yourself from pencil and cardboard!
Also bring something you can use for foot markers, like golf tees. Keeping the same foot position in Clout is really important.
Bring spare arrows. However, be aware you can only carry 6 in your quiver while shooting and scoring.
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
